Job Summary

The Inspirator position considered as youth professional and practitioner with relevant working experience with
young people, youth leadership, creative activism and movement building. S/he should be strong networker,
facilitator, coach and co-creator of organising, movement building and creative activism activities.

These three positions will be based in the partner organization at Barguna & Chattogram, Satkhira & Bagerhat,
Kurigram & Dhaka. At the project locations, s/he will be working closely with the hoisting organization staff and
key youth volunteers and will be required to visit ActionAid Bangladesh Country Office to document and
consolidate the work and to report progress, share lessons learnt and follow up plans.
